# Wear layers

4 You should wear (or have readily available in the aircraft):
Coat, hat, mitts, boots

# If you feel cold while doing your walk around, you are NOT dressed for
survival

# If you are planning a cross country flight, carrying supplemental survival
equipment is a good idea. Some things to carry:
+ Sleeping bag or blankets, water, food, matches or lighter, cell phone

> WHAT YOU WILL HEAR...
Is a quiet “poot” sound - if you have kept the door open

> WHAT YOU WILL SEE...
Is nothing, the fire is below your field of view
Most often, you will not see or hear anything
Inspect the air intake filter for fire damage on your walk around

Let the PIC know by signing a large figure 8

Have someone watch from outside
Have doors open & seatbelts off
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When outside temperatures are cold, Spectrum Airways tries to

If you are away from CZBA with an extended stopover, it is wise

Ice on the airplane
Ice blocking the pitot tube
Ice on the static vent
Ice blocking the vents on the fuel caps
Ice on the air intake filter

-The Wind Strength
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-Is there a suitable runup area?
-Your comfort level
-Your competency
-How recently you proved your skill on ice
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
